For the past 4 years, GEM Stormwater (formerly Island Environmental
Stormwater Services) has conducted over $10 million in Stormwater
Services for four Caltrans Districts.

Over 50% of the work was done at night on Freeways. All work
required extensive traffic planning and utilization of traffic control
equipment including arrow board trailers and attenuator trucks.
Much of the work required confined space entry.

Accomplishments on these projects include:

Inspected, measured, tagged and recorded debris levels at over
30,000 Stormwater catch basins

Removed over 10,000 tons of debris from over 200 pump station
solid/liquid separators. Utilizing Vactor Guzzlers and confined
space entry pumped down to 50-100 feet deep and into chambers
200-2000 feet long.

Removed over 15,000 tons of debris from culverts, channels and
other structures as long as 1000 feet using Vactor Guzzlers.

Removed debris from over 20,000 feet of drainage pipes
(6” to 36” in diameter) using a Vactor Jetter.

Unplugged and removed debris from trouble drains using a
combination of Vactor Guzzlers and Vactor Jetters.

Reduced disposal costs by establishing dewatering systems at
Caltrans storage facilities. Secured permits and discharged liquids
to sewer. Transported solids to Class Il disposal sites.
